Po padu
komunismu zalozil architekt Holub dcefinou
firmu ARA - Praha / New York se sidlem

v Praze. Obé kancelare poskytuji sluzby

jak v oblasti urbanismu, tak i architektury

a navrhovani interiérd (napfiklad se podilely
na rekonstrukci Ceské narodni budovy

v New Yorku). Architekt Holub méa ve svém
portfoliu zaznamenanu také roli pedagoga —
vyucoval na Skolach architektury v Londyné,
v Tennessee i v New Yorku.

Architect Martin Holub (*1938) graduated
from the Faculty of Architecture, Czech
Technical University in Prague and
completed his postgraduate study at
Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design
in Prague in 1960s. Since 1960s, he has
been living and working in the United
States, where he currently works as a
manager of his own architectural office
Martin Holub Architects & Planners, New

York City established as early as in 1971.
After the fall of communism, architect
Holub established a subsidiary ARA -
Praha/New York in Prague. Both offices

provide their services in the following fields:

town planning, architecture and interior
designs (they participated, for example, in
renovation of the Czech National Building
in New York). In addition, architect Holub’s

Its main focus is a research driven design
of the environment, where contemporary
social requirements, new technologies and
arts are interwoven. Enota’s solutions are
the result of interweaving the research, new
interpretation and development of algorithms
that derive from the nature and strong

links of buildings with the environment that
surrounds them. Architect Milan Tomac
worked also as an assistant professor at the
Faculty for Architecture in Ljubljana.
